installation 

To prevent accidental vehicle start-up, which could 
cause death or serious injury, disconnect negative (-) 
battery cable before proceeding. 

1. Disconnect negative battery cable according to the 
applicable Service Manual. 

Perform this installation when the engine is cool. 
Installing these mufflers when the engine is hot could 
cause burns which could result in moderate to minor 
injury. 

2. Remove mufflers using appropriate Service Manual 
instructions. 

3. Discard gaskets and mufflers. 

4. Slip new muffler clamps on mufflers (Part No. 65283- 
(4). 

5. Loosely attach mufflers to the interconnect tube using 
existing screws and washers. 

6. Position the ends of the front and rear exhaust pipes 
into front and rear cylinder heads. with gaskets from kit. 
and align exhaust system while tightening all nuts and 
bolts: begin at the cylinder head exhaust ports and work 
back toward the mufflers. 

a. Finger tighten the upper nuts to the mounting 
studs. 

b. Tighten the lower nut to 9-18 in-lbs (1.0-2.1 Nnn). 

c. Tighten the upper nut to 60-80 in-lbs (6.8-9.0 Nm). 

d. Tighten the lower nut to 60-80 in-lbs (6.8-9.0 Nm). 

7. Tighten the acorn nut on the rear exhaust pipe support 
clamp to 15-19 ft-lbs (20.3-25.8 Nm). 

8. Tighten muffler clamps to 45-60 ft-lbs (20.3-25.8 Nm). 

9. Reconnect negative battery cable according to the 
applicable Service Manual. 

After installation, wipe all fingerprints of system. Failure 
to thoroughly clean system will result in oil from hands 
burning permanently into exhaust system, leaving 
marks impossible to remove. 

10. Wipe chrome exhaust system surfaces clean of all finger-
prints. Skin oils will burn permanently into the chrome finish.
